Operations e Massena Operations, established in 1902, is the world’s oldest continually operating aluminum
smelter. There have been five generations of pot technology since smelting operations began.

e Operations include a smelting and casthouse facility. The potrooms contains 198 pre-bake cells that can
produce 133,000 metric tons of aluminum per year.

e Green and baked anodes used in the aluminium reduction cells are manufactured on-site.

e Products include aluminum sow, rod, and billet to supply the automotive, aerospace, military,
construction, electronics and packaging industries.

Economic e Massena Operations has a talented and diverse team of approximately 475 employees, of which 360
Im p act employees are affiliated to one labor union - United Steel Workers of America Locals 420-A.

e In 2024, Alcoa’s combined US sites injected approximately $345 million into the local communities
through direct salaries, wages and benefits, and $619 million was invested with some 1800 US suppliers.

o Massena’s contribution was approximately $66 million in direct salaries, wages and
benefits, and $90 million in US supply contracts.

e Alcoa’s US operations combined injected $2.6 million into the country’s income taxes.
